Safety Overview
This is a list of the most obvious, dangerous, and most often overlooked safety concerns. Please refer to your lease and resident handbook for more thorough information
1. Inspections: At least once every 6 months we might do a basic inspection of your apartment, to make sure everything is working and to address safety concerns, if any. You do not have to be present, and we will post at least 24 hours beforehand via both text message and email.  The fire department will also schedule inspections from time to time and we will post for those as well.  Please make sure you update us with your correct phone and email because leases allow us to legally post using both these methods vs. taping a notice to your door. 
2. Change your batteries in smoke and CO detectors every time you set your clocks ahead or back. Remember that your lease names you responsible for batteries, so any damages can fall back on you if they result from a dead battery.

3. Never use extension cords. They are “outlawed” by the fire marshall. Use only power strips UL rated (the ones that have a circuit breaker button).

4. Do not use any space heaters. 

5. Do not leave candles burning unattended. To be completely safe, our preference is that you not burn candles at all.

6. If there is fire or other life-threatening emergency, call 911

7. DO NOT put cigarette butts out in the flower beds or potted plants. Bark mulch is flammable. If you find there is no suitable receptacle, email ______________________  and we will place one for you.
